Delayed f o r  24 h by bad weather, CIROLANA'steamed f o r  t he  JONSIS 1 
current meter o s i t i on  'off Flanborough Head.

This r i g  was i n t a c t  and servicing was completed between 0330 h 
and 1120 h 28 January. 
a r r iv ing  on s t a t i o n  a t  1436 h the same day. iittompts t o  t r i gge r  the  
pinger on the missing r i g  even tml ly  proved successful but the onset 
of  d a r h e s s  precluded ac t iva t ion  o f  the  wire chopping device. Preparation 
of a new r i g  was s t a r t e d  b u t  shooting was f rus t r a t ed  by freshening winds, 
and the ship was forced t o  dodge into a southerly ga le  a t  1900 h 28 January. 

iinother attempt a t  JOWSIS 1 :f~as made next, 

Dodging continued on 23 January and, a f t e r  eoiisulting with the 
Laboratory, i t  was decided t o  abandon fu r the r  current meter work and 
t o  disembark Nr Baxter ‘and Mr Read i n  the Humber. To t h i s  end the 
vessel  anchored off  Grimsby a t  1139 h 30 January but the weether 
prevented t h e i r  disemba,rkation u n t i l  1600 h 31 Jznuary. 

Continuing south-enstsrly p l e s  prevented s a i l i n g  u n t i l  0900 h 
1 February, when t h e  ship steamed to the  South-west Patch area, where 
trawling commenced at 1900 h tha t  day. The follcwing day ( 2  February), 
5 t r a w l  hauls and 2 Boothbay shots were made i n  the Upper Scruff/Elbow 
Sp i t  a rea ,  while on 3 February 4 hauls were made near the  Middle Rough. 
The Inner Shoal and Broad Weed areas  were trawled on 4 February and 
5 February was spent on the L i t t l e  Fisher  and Jubi lee  Bank grounds. 
Much gear damage was sustained on tlies+-, l a t t e r  t w o  grounds before they 
were f i n a l l y  abandoned. 

Arriving off Horns Reef on  6 February, the s h i p  was obliged t o  
dodge by a south-easterly gale but trawling was again possible on 7 
February, wheii the  Horns Reef and ‘fhite Bank were worked. Rectangles 
o f f  the  Northumberlanc2 and Yorkshire coasts were fished on 8 and 9 
February, and work w w  terminzted on 10 February a t  1645 h on completion 
o f  rectangles off the N o r f o l k  coast. 

RESULTS 

The work was se r i cus ly  affected by the adverse weather conditions, 

1 .  A t c t a l  of 37 one--hour hauls with the Dutch Herring trawl were 
mde,  o f  which 6 were invalidated by gear damage. 
mcde in 17 o f  the  26 rectangles a l located t o  England; 7 o f  the  
a l located rectangles a r e  considered t o  be unsuitable f o r  the 
Dutch I-Ierring trwl. Jh i t ing  w8s the  mos-i; abundant o f  the  
juvenile f i s h  sampled (maximm 5776 f i s h  per  hour off Whitby), 
followed by haddock (387 per hour i n  Broad Veed a rea ) ,  cod

Bank (47 P . Samples of these species and of T. esmarkii were measured 
and o to l i thed;  spra-t  and mackerel were measured only. Results 
were radioed t o  the Dutch research vessel  TRIDENS every 2 days.

5. The TYNE current meter r i g  was not recovered (except f o r  the  
guard toro id)  and a new r i g  was l a id .
