CIROLAIU sa i l ed  from Grimsby a t  143C h 28 June. 'w'ater samples f o r  t he  
F isher ies  Radiobiological Labora tory  were col lected on. passage t o  Faroe Bank .  
On a r r i v a l  a t  the s t a r t i n g  point of the 0-group survey gr id  adverse weather 
delayed the  start, but trawling eventually commenced on the  morning of 1 Ju ly  
with depth ca l ibra t ions  of the  trawl. The acoust ic  l i n k  f a i l e d  t o  work and t h e  
ca l ib ra t ion  was completed with headline transducer. hn echo survey and a g r id  
of 83 trawl s t a t ions  was worked during 10 days, with two f u r t h e r  in te r rupt ions  
due t o  adverse weather and a br ief  v i s i t  t o  ,Thorshamto  land a s i c k  deckhand. 
Time w a s  a l s o  l o s t  when a trawl, complete w i t h  doors and headline transducer,  
was l o s t  when the  door l i nks  and wires parted on both s ides  when shooting, 
Attempts t o  recover the  trawl were unsuccessful. 
was completed i n  the  afternoon of t h e  11 July and t h e  sh ip  then proceeded t o  
Stronoway v i a  'Thorshaven where t h e  deckhand, who had been i n  hospi ta l ,  was sent  
out t o  the sh ip  in a s m a l l  boat. CIROLANA arr ived i n  Stornoway a t  1415 h 12 July.

Cod were taken t h i s  year i n  gres te r  numbers on both the Flateau and Faroe Bank,  
and on the  Plateau the  grea tes t  abundances (up t o  27,00@ per 30 min tow) were 
recorded close t o  t h e  is lands.  As i n  last year ' s  survey only very few saikhe 
were caught. It is  believed t h a t  a t  t h i s  time of year most of the young s a i t h e  
a r e  i n  the inshore waters. Norway pout and sandeels were again very abundant 
at many s t a t i o n s  i n  shallower 9JZi;ei..
