The sh ip  w a s  detained i n  Liverpool due t o  a defec t  in the  bow-thrust 
p rope l l e r  mechanism, and s a i l e d  at 1220 hours on 15 October. Because 
of t he  shortened programme, p r i o r i t y  was given t o  the  Hebridean 
l a r v a l  survey, him 1 .  

The T i n  Tow4et w a s  ca l ib ra t ed  f o r  flow-through and deptwwarp-out 
no r th  of Belfast  Lough and t h e  f i r s t  s ta t ion compleked by 1031 hours 
on 16 October. 
car r ied  out i n  unfavourable weather condi t ions during the  next seven 
days. It w a s  necessary t o  f i nd  s h e l t e r  on the  eas t  s ide  of South U i s t  
on t h e  n i g h t s  of 17 and I 8  October, and t o  modify the  g r i d  when on t h e  
most no r the r ly  p a r t ,  so that,when off  Cape Wrath and north-east  of 
Lewes, those s t a t i o n s  which were she l te red  could be worked.

I miles south of t h e  Eddystone between 0830 and 1100 hours on t h e  same 
day yielded th ree  baskets  of  mackerel.

The sh ip  l e f t  t h e  a r e a  a t  1100 hours and proceeded t o  Great Yarmouth 
where she a r r ived  a t  1800 hours on 27 October. 

RESULTS

2. Mackerel were caught on f e a t h e r s  and observat ions made on 
temperature with depth i n  the area ( A i m  3). 

3. An echo survey from t h e  edge of  t h e  Continental  Shelf t o  Lands Ehd 
was made for M r  Hepper. 

4. Samples of l i v e  plankton were made f o r  15s Thompson. 

5. Water samples from prescr ibed areas  were taken f o r  M r  J e f f r i e s .
