27th Febyuary - 12th March 1961

Objective: To study the production and subsequent dispersal
of herring larvee in the Clyde.

Work was seriously curtailed by intermittent bad weather throughout
the period of the cruises In spite of this the hateching grid on
Ballantrae Bank was completed five times and one over the Pladda. spawning
grounds on three occasions. Up to the end of the cruise there was no
indication of larval hatclhing having taken place at all at Fladda and
no larvae were obscrved in the Ballantrae samples until the 10th March
whien intensive hatching wes taking place over the northern half of tho
banke In view of the latencss of the larval production no sampling
was done over the wider grids during the course of this cruisc,

On one night trammel ncts were shot on Ballantrae Bank to procurc
ripe gonads for Mr. Blaxters The ncts were complcetely blank whon hauled,
but a good sample of spawning fish was cktained by trawling on the western
cdge of the banks
