The second part of the survey, covering the area from the
Orkneys southwards to Inverbervie was completed except for.l5 stations.
Bad weather interfered with work during the last two weeks. ILarval
concentrations were greatest to the west of the Orkneys where the
catoh of recently hatched larvae ranged between 25-200 individuals
per haul, Catches elsewhere were small and they consisted mainly of
older larvaee

The hydrographic work was completed in the first week and plank-
