On leaving Lowestoft the ship steamed north t o  the f i r s t  s t a t ion  off Aberdeen 
which was reeched at 1300 hours 27 March. Three more s t a t ions  were completed 
i n  the same area as the  first on the fol1ov:ing day. 
between Flamborough Head and Senham Harbour were worked. 
two hauls were made off the R b b e r  but no Suitable ground could be found-in a 
sampling square off the Lincolnshire coast. This vas a l so  the case i n  a square 
off the Dutch coast on 31 March, but stations were worked off Snfth's Knoll and 
the  Brown Ridge. 
Fa l l s ,  and one s t a t i o n  was worked off the Suffolk coast on 2 April before the 
sh ip  steamed f o r  Lowestoft.

RESULTS 

1, Fourteen of the planned 17 squares were sampled. 

2. Young herring were most abundant i n  the north of the area off Aberdeen; 
where catch r a t e s  of about 200 f i s h  per hour were recorded i n  three of the 
squares. 
f i s d h o u r ,  but on the  Wellbank F la t  there was a catch of 250 herrindhour.  

O f f  the Yorkshire coast, catches were mostly between 20 and 80 
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I n  the Southern North Sea the herring vere mainly adult  recovering spents, 
and the only notable catch was 3 basketslhour near the Brown Ridge. 

The herring were f u l l y  sampled on board. 
pout, and stomachs of various f i s h  from the Brown Ridge (for.@ Tungate) were 
e i t h e r  deep frozen o r  fomalin-preserved.
