AIMS 

To determine the d is t r ibu t ion ,  abundance and condition of (a) escal lops 
(Pecten maximus) and (b) queens (Chlamys opercularis)  i n  the Eastern End 
of the English Channe 1. 

NARRATIVE 

After  she l te r ing  from bad weather f o r  two days a t  Felixstowe, TELLINA 
arrived a t  Newhaven on 30 January where Messrs Rol fe  and Connor joined 
her. The 31 January w a s  taken up with preparatory work. Dredging w a s  
possible on seven days (February 2 ,  4,  5, 7,  8, 9 and 11) d u r i n g  a f i n e  
spell of weather a t  t he  beginning of February, but a period of gales ,  
commencing on 12  February, r e s t r i c t ed  fu r the r  work t o  a few hours on 
16 February. 

M r  Picket t  replaced M r  Connor a f t e r  t he  day's work on 9 February. 

After a poor forecas t ,  Messrs Rolfe and Picket t  l e f t  TELLINA at 1330 hours 
18 February and returned t o  Burnham-on-Crouch. 
came ashore a t  0830 hours and returned t o  LOQiaStOft overlrnd while the 
TELLINA was l e f t  moored a t  Newhaven, w i t h  a watchman on board, i n  readiness 
f o r  t he  next cruise.

RESULTS 

(a) Escallops: 59 hauls mostly of 30 minutes durat ion were made wi th  
a 5 '  Saird sledge dredge over an a rea  extending f rom I 5  mi?es south 
of Worthing t o  1 3  miles south south east of Rastings, 

The on!y grounds yieldin- dens i t i e s  worthy of commercial exploita- 
t i o n  vere located 12 miles south by west t o  17 miles south west of 
Newhaven brehkvater i n  32-35 fathoms of mater. 
i n  t l i s  a rea  yielded an average of 38 escal lo7s per 30 minute haul 
(maximum 56).
