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Summary narrative for JR308 

December-January 2014/15 

The cruise track is shown in Figure 1. 

The benthic biology and physical CTDs of JR308 took place over 4 days and nights in a region 

just south of Adelaide Island. 

Work Cold Hole progressed very well, with JR308 achieving a good coverage of benthic 

biology sites. CTDs were used to characterise the water masses of the Cold Hole and the 

regions used a comparison. The SUCS video and still camera system was a valuable tool in 

enabling our understanding of the seafloor environment, ecology and habitats.  

New SWATH data has increased our knowledge of the geomorphology of the region.
