Only 7 stations'wcre not sampled out of a 
possible 134 from RV TELLIW. ( 6  of these vers subsequently completed by 
RV NJCELLC,). 25 push-net s t a t ions  eiere comp.leted. Catches o f  0-group 
p la ice  were very low,  the  lowest s ince 1973 when regular  sampling rfas 
s t a r t ed .  Turbot catches, taken exclusively .in the push-net, .:ere a l so  
loii .  Catches o f  0-group s o l e  !;ere ho:iever a-pparcntly, a t  o r  above the  
average of the las t  fe-,t years. For  t he  1978 assessment these r e s u l t s  
i-iill be complenenied by catch data from P ia:Lker (FSnI I) f o r  t h e  a rea  
between the  Humber and the Scot t i sh  border.
