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Data Description 
 
This section provides a record of data collected aboard the SSV Corwith Cramer 
cruise C-266 (US State Department Cruise: F2015-083) from San Juan, PR to 
Woods Hole, MA, USA (Figure 1).  
 

 
 
 
 
During the 5-week voyage, we sampled at 36 discrete oceanographic stations (Table 
2), each with an associated surface sample for chlorophyll a and total inorganic 
phosphate (Table 3). Additionally, we continuously sampled water depth and sub-
bottom profiles (CHIRP system), upper ocean currents (ADCP, Figure 2), and sea 
surface temperature, salinity, CDOM fluorescence, in-vivo chlorophyll fluorescence, 
and transmittance (seawater flow-through system, Figure 3 – temperature, salinity).  
Discrete CTD measurements of vertical temperature and salinity profiles were also 
collected from the top 500 m. Additional instrumentation on the CTDs allowed for 
profiling fluorescence. Detailed summaries of net tow data are included in Tables 4-
5. Lengthy CTD, CHIRP, ADCP and flow-through data are not fully presented here.  
All unpublished data can be made available by arrangement with the SEA data 
archivist (contact information, p. 2).
